

COC-ASTD Board Meeting Minutes
June 1, 2010

I.  Welcome
Heather Henshall called to order the regular meeting of the COC-ASTD Board at 7:30 am on Tuesday, June 1, 2010 via teleconference.

II. Attendance

IV. Agenda items 
1.  Round Table.
· Membership:  Brischelle Skidmore reported that there are many outstanding corporate memberships due to budget challenges and corporations making more individuals responsible for their own dues.  She also reported that she is planning a July networking event and will solicit help from the Board to make it happen.  She committed to a July 1 deadline to deploy the Annual Membership Survey.

· Communication:  Cassie Niemann reported that she is working with Pre-Sort to determine the problem with members not receiving their post-cards and she is researching other mail houses to hire a new one in time for the August programming post-card.

· President-Elect: Heather Henshall reported that she is currently reviewing and revising the Chapter By-laws and Constitution and will present her draft to the Board at the July Half-Time Meeting.

· President: Kathleen O’Toole reported that the July Half-Time meeting will be held on Tuesday, July 13 at 5:30 at Chesapeake Energy. She also reported that she noticed the June program has 8 registered attendees and conversation was entertained as to why.  Kate Beavin offered that people won’t usually commit until a week out due to last-minute work responsibilities.  Cassie Niemann stated that a reminder email for the June program would be sent today.

· Finance:  Kate Beavin reported that we opened the year with approximately $25,500 in the bank and currently there is approximately a $26,000 balance, not including the income from the May program.  She also reported that the majority of the income YTD is through yearly dues ($2200) and programs ($1700).  She also mentioned that she has not received money from the Tulsa Chapter for the Fall 2009 State Conference; the Chapter is missing one of its safety deposit box keys which the Chapter will have to pay for eventually, and that online registrants can now pay online using Discover.
